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Article I  Puwpose and Definitions

Section 10-101 Purpose

A..

The purpose of this Ordinance is to promote the health, safety and the general welfare in
accordance with a Master Plan for the future development of the City designed to lessen
congestion to the streets, to secure safety from fires, panic and other dangers; to promote
health and general welfare; to provide adequate light and air; to prevent the overcrowding
of land; to avoid undue concentration of population; to promote the educational, cultural,
economic, and the general welfare through the preservation and protection of historic
buildings, structures of architectural value, and places and districts of historic interest; to
facilitate the adequate provision of transportation, water, sewerage, schools, parks, and
other public requirements; to conserve the value of buildings and to encourage the most
appropriate use of land and to protect and improve the quality of life for all people
throughout Portsmouth in accordance with the provisions of State Law.

Section 10-102 Definitions

A.

Except where specifically definéd herein, all words used in this Ordinance shall carry
their usual and customary meaning:

Accessory Building or Structure - A subordinate building located on the same lot with
the principal building, occupied by or devoted to an accessory use. Where an accessory

~ building is attached to the main building in a substantial manner, as by a wall or roof,

such accessory building shall be considered part of the main building.

Accessory Use - A use that is incidental and subordinate to the principal use and located
on the same lot with such principal use or building. For example; seasonal storage of one
boat in a residential district, required off-street parking, employee day care in an '
industrial district etc.

Accessways - A roadway, sidewalk or passageway, other than a public street, whether

improved or unimproved, utilized as a principal or accessory means of ingress or egress

in connection with any use. An access way shall be classified in the same manner as the
use it serves. In the event, any accessway serves more than one use, the accessway shall
be deemed to serve the more intensive use and shall be classified accordingly.

Affordable Unit - A dwelling unit that is restricted for sale, lease or rental to households

- within specific income ranges and available at prices affordable to households within

such income ranges.
Alrport - An airstrip/landing strip where aircraft can land and take off and which is

usually equipped with hangers, facilities for refueling and repair, accommodations for
passengers, freight, etc. -
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
